What happens during this test?

1. The doctor greets me.
He or she wears protective clothing.

And then it is sent to the lab.

7. Medical experts work in the lab.
They examine my swab.
After 3 or 4 days the results are ready.
Right now the lab is very busy.
So it might take a little longer.

8. After a few days the doctor will call me.
Then | will get the results.
